Students will be selected based on the following criteria:

· Between the ages of 14 and 19 on April 1, 2013.

· Willingness to participate in all trip requirements (work study, journaling, meetings, etc.)

· Available from October 4 through October 13, 2013 and for periodic meetings and presentations over the course of the year both before and after the trip. This will include working with youth in other parts of the State/Country to develop a video and/or a poster for presenting at the Congress.
· Turn in parent or guardian approval and signed consent forms and liability forms upon request.
· Raise at least $1,000 to help support the trip. Trip cost, including air fare, food and accommodations are $3,000 per student. 
· Ability to work as a team with fellow participants.

· Willingness to follow safety guidelines as set forth by program organizers.
· Long- term commitment to complete a project that helps make the world a wilder place. Present the project to program organizers, appropriate schools, major contributors to the program, the WILD Foundation, and/or other media forms. The presentations can be in various forms and adapted to individual student skills.

· Provide one letter of reference from an adult.

· Willingness to work with schools and teachers to ensure student does not fall behind in coursework while traveling.  Organizers will work with you to contact your school to discuss credit options for your participation and project completion.
· Answers to the following questions.
Provide answers on separate paper in a clear and legible essay format. Five points are given for each question. Final selection will be made by an impartial committee considering all applications submitted.
1. What does wild mean to you?

2. Why do you want to attend the 10th World Wilderness Congress? 5 points
3. List the skills you will use to capture information and then how you will illustrate and share your experience. For example photography, video, science, poetry, writing, journaling, web page, facebook, twitter, etc. 5 points
4. Do you consider yourself a team player? Yes or no, please explain. 5 points
5. What are your goals for attending the World Wilderness Congress and what do you hope to achieve. 5 points
The following two questions are not part of the selection process but the information would help us learn more about you and your experiences.

6. What is your greatest strength and what is your greatest weakness?

7. List some ideas you have on how to help raise $1000 to offset the trip costs?

Applications will be reviewed by an independent panel of 3 judges in each locale. Applicants will be notified of the final participants selected by April 15, 2013.
